 A sense of belonging generally leads to increases in the following 
 ●  Positive, prosocial classroom behavior 
 ●  Attendance rates 
 ●  Self-belief 
 ●  Classroom engagement 
 ●  Focus on academic skills 

 Belonging is such a basic need that a lack of it can have dire 
 consequence and, consequently, difficult classroom management 
 situations” (  We Belong: 50 Strategies to Create Community  and 
 Revolutionize Classroom Management, pg 2)
